Pursuant to Article 60, para. 3 and Article 63, para. 2 of the Law on Associations (“Official Gazette of RS”, number 51/09), 


The Minister for State Administration and Local Self-Government hereby adopts the following

REGULATION 

on the content, the procedure for registration and administration of the Register of Foreign Associations

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

This Regulation regulates the content, the procedure for registration and administration of the Register of Foreign Associations (hereinafter: the Register).


This Regulation also regulates the content and layout of the application for the registration of representative offices of foreign associations in the Register.

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

The following shall be entered in the Register:

1) serial registration number;

2) full name of foreign association;

3) short name of the foreign association;

4) state in which the foreign association was founded;

5) foreign association’s registered office in the state in which it was founded;

6) name of the foreign association’s representative office;

7) registered office address of the foreign association’s representative  office  in  the Republic of Serbia; 

8) registered office address of the branches of the foreign association’s representative office in the Republic of Serbia;

9) term of establishment of the foreign association; 

10) first and last name of the person authorized to act on behalf of and represent the foreign association in the Republic of Serbia, place of residence and unique personal number of the citizen for nationals of the Republic of Serbia, or temporary residence in the Republic of Serbia, and passport number and country of issue for foreign nationals; 

11) registration number and tax identification number (PIB) of the foreign association’s representative office in the Republic of Serbia;


12) objectives of the foreign association; 

13) data entry on the commencement of the procedure for banning the work of a foreign association’s representative office;

14) ban on the work of a foreign association’s representative office; 

15) number and date of adoption of the decision on registration in the Register;

16) number and date of adoption of the decision on change of data in the Register;

17) number and date of adoption of the decision on strike-off from the Register;

18) remarks. 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 
The Register shall be kept both in written format and as a unified central electronic database. 


The Register in written and electronic format shall contain identical data.

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

The Register shall be kept in an uninterrupted sequence of numbers.

Representative offices of foreign associations shall be entered into the Register under a serial registration number, starting from number 1.

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

The Register consists of registry forms which are numbered.


The data shall be entered in the Register in the appropriate fields of the registration form.  


The Register in written format is a registry book consisting of registry forms, printed following the completion of registration in the Register that is kept as single central electronic database, attached to the cover of the registry book by means of a mechanism, thus making up one whole from which they can be detached.


Each of the registry books set forth in para. 3 of this Article consists of 500 registry forms. 


The registry form set forth in para. 1 of this Article, has been printed as Attachment 1 to this Regulation, and forms an integral part of it. 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

Printed on the cover and first unnumbered page of the registry book from Article 5, para. 3 of this Regulation, is the name of the Register: “Register of Foreign Associations” and the serial number of the registry book. 


The first unnumbered page of the registry book is validated by the signature of the Registrar of Foreign Associations, (hereinafter: the Registrar) and stamp of the Serbian Business Registers Agency (hereinafter: the Agency). 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

Errors in the Register shall be corrected on the basis of the Registrar’s decision, by entering the number and date of adoption of the decision on the correction of errors and the corresponding record on the correction of the incorrect data entry into the appropriate registry form, in the field “Remarks”.


At the same time, the correct data is entered in the appropriate field of the registry form, located immediately below the original data entry to be corrected, while the incorrect data entry is marked with a red line. 


Following the entry of corrections of errors in the Register, the registry form is printed and inserted into the registry book set forth in Article 5, para. 3 of this Regulation, while the previous registry form is deposited in the case files based on which the original data entry was made in the Register, under the same serial number. 

II. REGISTRATION INTO THE REGISTER 

1. Registration of the representative office of a foreign association in the Register

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 
Registration in the Register shall be made on the basis of an application to register a foreign association’s representative office in the Register. 

Data on the foreign association and its representative office in the Republic of Serbia, as well as the number and date of adoption of the decision on the registration of the foreign association’s representative office in the Register, shall be entered into the appropriate field of the registry form.

Data on the registration number and tax identification number (PIB) of the representative office of the foreign association shall be entered in the Register, in the line of duty, pursuant to the decision of the competent authority on the allocation of a registration number and tax identification number. 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

Along with the application to register a foreign association in the Register, the following are submitted: 

1) certified copy of the act or certified translation of the act on the registration of the association in the country of origin, or certified copy of the certificate (statement) validated by the court or public notary, that the association has the status of legal entity according to the law of the country of origin even without being registered in the register and a certified translation thereof; 

2) certified copy of the decision and certified translation of the decision of the foreign association’s authorized body to establish a representative office in the Republic of Serbia; 

3) certified document and certified translation of the document issued in the country of origin, from which it can be determined who the founders of the association applying for registration of a representative office in the Republic of Serbia are; 

4) certified decision and certified translation of the decision appointing the person authorized to act on behalf of and represent the foreign association’s representative office;

5) certified copy of that person’s identity document and proof of permanent or temporary residence in the Republic of Serbia; 

6) copy and certified translation of the articles of association or other equivalent act containing data on the registered office and internal organization of the foreign association’s representative office on the territory of the Republic of Serbia;

7) proof of payment of the fee for the registration of the foreign association in the Register, in accordance with the act prescribing the rates of fees for registration and other services provided by the Agency in the process of administering the Register. 


Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 
The application form set forth in Article 8, para. 1 hereinabove is printed in Attachment 2, forming an integral part of this Regulation, and can be downloaded from the Agency’s official website.

Data entered in the application form for the registration of a foreign association’s representative office in the Register shall be identical with the data contained in the acts and documents set forth in Article 9 of this Regulation. 


2. Entry of data changes in the Register

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

Entry of data changes in the Register shall be made on the basis of a decision on the registration of data changes in the Register, by entering the number and date of adoption of this decision and the data subject to changes into the appropriate fields of the registry form.


At the same time, the new data shall be entered in the appropriate field of the registry form, immediately below the original data entry subject to changes, i.e. the last entry of change of that data, which shall be marked with a red line. 


Following the entry of data change in the Register, the registry form shall be printed and inserted into the registry book set forth in Article 5, para. 3 of this Regulation, while the previous registry form, shall be deposited in the case files based on which the original registration was made in the Register, under the same serial registration number. 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

For the entry of data changes in the Register, an application for data change shall be submitted to the Register.


Along with the application for change of registered data, the following shall be submitted: 

1) authorized body’s decision on change of data; 

2) original or certified copy of minutes from the meeting of the authorized body held for the purpose of adopting the decision on change of data;

3) proof of payment of the fee for the registration of data changes in the Register, pursuant to the act prescribing the rates of the fee for the registration of associations into the Register and other services provided by the Agency in the process of administering the Register. 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

Application form under Article 12, para. 1 of this Regulation, is printed as Attachment 3 to this Regulation and forms its integral part, and can be downloaded from the Agency’s website. 



Data entered in the application form for changes of registered data shall be identical with the data contained in the acts and documents set forth in Article 12. para. 2. of this Regulation. 

3. Strike-off of a representative office of a foreign association from the Register 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

The strike-off of a representative office of a foreign association from the Register shall be made on the basis of a decision on the strike-off of a foreign association’s representative office from the Register, by entering the number and date of adoption of the decision on strike-off of a foreign association’s representative office from the Register.

At the same time, the registry form of the foreign association’s representative office, with the exception of fields “Number and date of adoption of the decision on strike-off from the Register” and “Remarks”, shall be crossed out with two parallel red lines. 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

In order to strike-off a representative office of a foreign association from the Register, except in the case set forth in Article 68, para. 1, item 3) of the Law on Associations, an application shall be submitted for the strike off of the foreign association’s representative office from the Register.

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 
Along with the application for strike-off of the representative office of the foreign association from the Register, the following shall be submitted:

1) evidence in support of the facts set forth in Article 68, para. 1, item 1) and 2) of the Law on Associations;

2) proof of payment of the fee for the strike-off of the representative office of the foreign association from the Register, pursuant to the act prescribing the rates of fees for the registration of associations in the Register and other services provided by the Agency in the process of administering the Register. 

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 
The application form set forth in Article 15 of this Regulation, is printed as Attachment 4 to this Regulation, forming its integral part, and may be downloaded from the Agency’s official website. 


Data entered in the application form for strike-off of the foreign association’s representative office from the Register, shall be identical to the data contained in the acts and documents set forth in Article 16 of this Regulation.

4. Entry of data on initiating the procedure for banning the work of a foreign association’s representative office and the ban on the work of a foreign association’s representative office

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

The initiation of the procedure to ban the work of a foreign association’s representative office is registered in the Register by entering, into the appropriate field of the registry form, records on the initiation of the procedure for banning the work of a foreign association’s representative office, the date of initiation of the procedure for banning the work of the foreign association’s representative office and the name of the applicant submitting a proposal to ban the work of the foreign association’s representative office.

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 

The ban on the work of a foreign association’s representative office shall be registered in the Register by entering the number and date of adoption of the decision of the Constitutional Court to ban the work of the foreign association’s representative office and the date of delivery of the decision to the Agency. 

III. FINAL PROVISIONS

Article  AUTONUM  \* Arabic \s 
This Regulation shall enter into force on the eighth day following that of its publication in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia”, and shall apply as of the date of enforcement of the Law on Associations.
